Scope of conference:

The term "text" can be considered in different ways. In archetypal criticism literary texts are understood as rewritten mythologies. In our western culture it is basically Greek, Christian, Celtic or Viking archetypal pretext that is being recreated in both, traditional and modernist literary texts.There are also other approaches towards textuality and textual analysis, either structuralist /text as a closed semiotic system, text as a heap of devices/ or  poststructuralist /text as a tissue of quotations/.

The contributions considering context should refer to lingustic /lexical and grammmatical/, situational and cultural context and their function in spoken and written text.
 

 The term "hypertext" is employed in two different ways: either in the Gennetian way as the subgroup No four - of transtextuality, covering parody, pastiche travesty, transaltion and other transformations, or  in a new way - as an electronic text placed in the cyberspace of today, in the context of an enormous and incoherent abundance of works of all kind - verbal, pictorial, auditory - on the internet, as words displayed on a computer screen. Then  it can be compared with traditional texts - stable records of thought, based on clay, paper, papyrus, tablet or book, which are linear, bounded and fixed.

Papers and talks should reflect these themes:
- Perspectives and trends of contemporary linguopoetics

- Principles and methods of literary text interpretation

- Language and style of the literary text

- Text interpretation and the personality of the interpretator

- Semantics and semiotics of the literary text

- Phonetic aspect of text analysis

- Cross-cultural communication as a special type of communication

- Contacts of language and culture in modern world

- Communication as an expression of linguistic and cultural content and form
- Translation as a communicative act
